As we are receiving many requests for specific workshops (namely  Meg Stuart and Jonathan Burrows/Mette Edvardsen) - we started to realize that this was somehow not reflecting the vision we had in mind with the festival and the open non hierarchical, non monetary based platform for exchange we had intended. 

We of course are happy that there are so many artists who would like to work with Meg Stuart and Jonathan Burrows/Mette Edvardsen - there is also no surprise in that... However -  the philosophy behind the festival's  structure is meant to get at something deeper behind the ways we exchange and view other artists' work.

The idea is to have an experience with a choreographer diving into the process behind the creation of a specific performance - and then view that performance with possibly different  eyes and mind and body -  leading towards more solidarity, exchange, and less judgement in the way we view each other's performance work as artists.  This means that the experience of possibly participating in  the lab of an artist you have never heard of , and then seeing that performance - could possibly also change something about the way you view work in general.  Making it less about liking or not liking a performance, but more about the process of exchange and dialogue around the differences between specific individual ways of working, practicing and choreographing.

This applies equally to the ways in which we view the work of "famous" artists as much as the lesser known artists.

This is why we have decided to offer the limited spaces in Meg's, Jonathan/Mette's workshops only to persons to will also fully commit to take at least one of the other 8  Berlin based artists workshops/attend their performance.  

We would like to encourage you to look through and read a bit about the other Berlin based artists, and please send your including two of the other labs that you could possibly attend in your list of workshops below.   We will also be updating our website with the workshop descriptions shortly.
